This
revision is being released to add repair kit information.

Chance Rides Manufacturing, Inc. has become aware of cracks in the vehicle frames on at least one
AVIATOR amusement ride. Failure of avehicle frame could result in seriousinjury to passengers and/or

bystanders.

Actiontobe Taken:

ChanceRidesManufacturing, Inc. requiresall owner/operatorsof theabovenoted AVIATOR ridestoinspect
the frames on all vehicles as described in this bulletin. If any indications are found, contact the Customer
Service Department at Chance Rides Manufacturing, Inc. immediately.

IMPORTANT: A kit (part number K410CRM126-0) has been developed to repair the vehicle frame. The kit
includes parts and instructions required to repair the one vehicle frame. Contact Chance Rides
Manufacturing, Inc. to help determine if the kit is appropriate to repair the indications found.

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO WELD OR OTHERWISE REPAIR THE VEHICLE FRAME EXCEPT AS
SPECIFICALLY INSTRUCTED BY CHANCE RIDES MANUFACTURING, INC.

If no indications are found, perform the same inspection ANNUALLY.

All work must be performed by qualified personnel, capable of understanding the function of the parts and
their proper installation. Use only those components authorized, specified or provided by Chance Rides
Manufacturing, Inc. All applicable OSHA safety standards and safe industry practices must be observed.

Makeavailablethisbulletinand all
related technical information to personnel using the equipment.

Vehicle Frame Inspection Procedure
Removetheback coversfromall vehiclesto
gain access to the mounting plates for the
restraint bar primary lock mechanisms as
shown. Visualy inspect the joint between
the frame and mounting plates. Look for
indi cationsinthea uminum platesand check
theweldedjointsfor indicationsinthewelds
and the parent metal. An inspection mirror
IS necessary to see these aress.

M ake sure the mounting plates are not bent
or distorted.

If any indication is found, DO NOT
OPERATE THE RIDE WITH
PASSENGERS IN THAT SEAT. Contact
the Customer ServiceDepartment at Chance
Rides Manufacturing, Inc. for specific
instructionson further action to be taken.
