2 sets of sensors monitoring the smooth movement of the lifting cables. The sensors are mounted on a bracket 
which is bolted to the bottom of the sheave compartment right next to the entry hole of the lifting cables. Their 
signals need to be integrated into the ride control system subsequently.  
If for any reason a cable moves out of sensing range the control system will initiate a “Fast Stop” function . 
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3.2 Lifting Cylinder Retaining Elements [Cylinder Rod] Zierer Article No.: HZ020078 

In case of a break of the suspension pin 2 pieces of fork shaped retaining elements preventing the rod end 
from slipping through the guiding cross. The retaining elements are mounted axially at a distance of  
138 mm with 4 bolts to each side of the guiding cross. 
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.  
3.3 Lifting Cylinder Retaining Element [Cylinder Barrel] Zierer Article No.: HZ020079 

In case of a break of the suspension pin a striker plate prevents the cylinder from slipping out of the 
clamping device. The striker plate is bolted concentric to the cylinder eye by means of 2 bolts. 
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4. Remarks 

 
To 3.1 – Rope Monitor: 
This modification requires at least three additional slip rings at the slip ring assembly in the lower mast portion.  
If spare slip rings are available on your unit we recommend the addition of the rope monitor to your Wave 
Swinger on the next occasion (e.g.  winter rehab).  
It is no need to take any action if the slip ring assembly on your unit does not have this requirement. Just 
make sure a thorough daily visual inspection on both sets of lifting cables prior to public operation as well as 
the required monthly checks over the entire cable length gets carried out.  
In case the slip ring assembly on your unit is worn and needs to be replaced soon we would recommend 
purchasing a slip ring assembly with more slip rings, so that the rope monitor can be added. 
 
To 3.2 – Retaining Elements Cylinder Rod: 
We recommend proceeding with this modification on the next occasion (e.g. next winter rehab), provided that 
the suspension pin has been inspected and documented as requested in the NDT requirement 
 
To 3.3 – Retaining Element Cylinder Barrel: 
This modification requires a rectangular shape of the eye on the cylinder barrel. This can be found only on 
cylinders built in 2010 or later.  
If you have purchased a new cylinder during or after 2010 we recommend proceeding with this modification 
on the next occasion (e.g. next winter rehab) provided that the suspension pin has been inspected and 
documented as requested in the NDT requirement. 
If the lifting cylinder on your unit does not have this requirement please proceed as usual. By purchasing of a 
new lifting cylinder the striker plate will be included in the shipment. 
 
 
General: 
In nearly 40 years of wave swinger history there hasn’t been a reported failure on one of the above mentioned 
constructional elements, although it is now a new requirement in European Standard for all new Zierer Wave 
Swinger attractions. 
Operation on all older Zierer Wave Swinger models can be indeed continued safely without the installation of 
these additions as long as all other safety features and measures are properly maintained and maintenance
