Requirements are:

The second cable is at least 3/8" -19 aircraft cable,
that “is the specification of the cable that is
provided-with the ride.

The turnbuckles must be at least 1/29%.

Both cables must be tight.

It would be hest to attach the new cable fo itself

rather than the same point as the canvas attachment

point.
