Dear

We have located a possible fatigue point on the Magic Carpet Life Frame

and recommend an immediate inspection of the Lift Frame and the installation
of reinforcing gussetts on the Lift Frame. (See Blue Print) Indicated

on the Blue Print is the location of where the stress points will be
visable. These are generally across the top and the sides of the two

lift frame main members.

Four (4) 1/2 by 8 inch plates are to be welded on the inside and outside of
the main frame members. The two inside plates are notched so that they fit
up into the cylinder support plate and are flush with the bottom and top
edge of the tubing. To install the plates, the ride should be raised up,
Propped with two poles or as many as needed to keep the ride platform up,
then disconnect the two lift cylinders from the 1ift frame, this will make
access to the inside of the lift freme much easier and convenient for the
Welder. Also two (2) pieces of strap, 2%"X 4" X 1' long should be

welded along the bottom of each tube to help reinforce the added plates.

Removing the wires and air lime to the center of the ride will prevent
having to replace them later and also make it easier to pull them through
after all welding is completed.
